Demonstrating Compatibility of Water Quality and Food Safety

Through Research and Implementation
In 2006, the Central Coast Agricultural Water Quality Coalition developed a project in response to a request for proposals put out by Central Coast Regional Water Quality Control Board. The project, Demonstrating Compatibility of Water Quality and Food Safety Through Research and Implementation, was awarded  Proposition 40 bond funding and work began in January, 2008. All project work and funding were halted with the December 2008 CA Bond Freeze. In early 2009, the Coalition was awarded stimulus funding to complete the project, which is now funded by the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, and managed by the State Water Resources Control Board. The project is scheduled for final certification in January, 2011.

Project work consists of three linked elements:
A.  Research on the efficacy of various treatments (Best Management Practices) to: 

1) Reduce nutrient and sediment transport, 

2) Abate nutrient and sediment loads and 

3) Reduce the presence of pathogens in the field environment
